
Alive Questions & Answers
Q: Where is the ALIVE Music Festival?
A: Alive is located at Clay’s Park in Canal Fulton, Ohio near Akron.  It is about 3 hours northeast of Columbus.

Q: How much does it cost? 
A: The trip costs $250 a person- which covers all transportation, lodging, boating, meals, activities, & 1 day at the music festival.  A car wash fundraiser has been planned for June 7th.  In addition, scholarships are also available-ask for an application.
Q: Will my teenager need spending money on the trip?
A: Yes.  And the amount is up to you and your teen to decide.  While on the trip, all meals, activities, and transportation are covered.  If teenagers wish to purchase between-meal snacks or souvenirs, they will need their own money.  

Q: How is transportation being handled?
A: Our group will be renting a 12 passenger van & we may also be bringing along 1-2 other vehicles.  Only FROG leaders will be driving.

Q: How are the sleeping arrangements being handled?
A: Girls will be in one room together with a female adult leader and their own bathroom facilities.  Guys will be in a separate room(s) together with male adult leaders.

Q: How can I stay “in touch” with my teenager?
A: By arranging for them to call you by phone.  Because of our schedule and our lodging arrangements, you should only attempt to call them in an emergency.  The teenagers, however, will have some free time and will have the opportunity to call you.  Please keep conversations brief so everyone is able to call home.  While your teenager is on the trip, please avoid trying to set a phone calling “schedule”.
